Contest Rules

A. Eligibility

This contest is open to all Filipino citizen of legal age, either residing in Catbalogan City or has roots from Catbalogan City.

B. Entry Categories

1. There will be two categories for the competition:

a. Manaragat Festival Theme Song
An annual celebration of the colorful and lively depiction of the livelihood of Catbalogan and paying homage to its Patron Saint, St. Bartholomew the Apostle for the bountiful harvest from the sea.
b. Miss Manaragat Theme Song
Annual search for the fairest and most beautiful lass of Catbalogan City to represent the city in its simplicity and authenticity.
C. Theme and Content

1. The entry must be original, not previously released or entered in national and international competitions, produced in the Waray-Waray dialect only, and shall be not less than 3 minutes and no more than 4 minutes (3 - 4 minutes only).
2. The song entry must focus on the following theme:

a. 
“Catbalogan’s Culture and Nature: Valued and Nurtured, Honored and Celebrated”

b.
“The Beauties of Catbalogan: Ambassadress of Goodwill for the Environment and the Society”
D. Submission

1. Only one entry per person will be accepted. It should be submitted on DVD format.
2. Submission of entries will start on June 16, 2010 to coincide with the City’s Charter Day Celebration and will end on July 16, 2010. Please mail or drop your entries to: City Mayor’s Office, 2nd Floor, Catbalogan City Hall, Rizal Avenue, Catbalogan City.

3. Entries may be withdrawn at any time (through signed letter). However, previously withdrawn entries may only be reaccepted once. All entries will be considered property of the City Government of Catbalogan.
4. Valid entries should include the completion and submission of the Entry Form with an email, postal address, and landline or cellphone number for correspondence.
5. Each entry submitted must be accompanied by a notarized certification signed by the author stating that the song entry is the personal work of the author himself/herself, is unpublished and does not infringe upon the rights of any third party. An accompanying hard copy of the lyrics of the song entry must also be submitted.
E. Judging Mechanics

1. Only five short-listed entries for each category will advance to the succeeding levels of judging
2. Initial level of judging is through online and text votes, which carries 50% of the total weight, and the remaining 50% will be from the distinguished panel of judges.

F. Criteria for Judging

1. Entries will be judged anonymously by a panel of judges composed of the following:
a. A Musical Arranger
b. A Music Enthusiast

c. Tourism Office Representative

d. Cultural Council Representative

e. Religious Sector Representative
f. Academe Representative

g. City Mayor
